A name or many names can be placed into this order and you must comply.  Not complying can result in a Probation violation or an arrest.

There is a monthly cost associated with Probation supervision.  It is a $30.00 monthly fee.  If not paid in full by your Probation expiration date, you will be sent the counties' finance department to begin a collections process.  Your Probation term begins the day you were sentenced.  If in custody the monthly fee is still active.

During your Court proceedings, your defense counsel of the District Attorney will request for a pre-sentence report.  This report is completed by the Probation Department.  For a felony case it costs $400.00 to complete and for a misdemeanor it costs $200.00 to complete.  The report is an in depth investigation with a recommendation for your sentence.
